Vincent Gray essentially earned the D.C. mayor’s chair in the 2010 Democratic primary, where he won by 13,124 votes. Since then more than 80,000 new Democrats have registered. The April 1 primary will give the newcomers a voice in Gray’s reelection --- and tell more about how demographic changes will affect The District’s politics.
